Foundation (SNF) has provided 
members of the School Nutrition 
Association with scholarships. 
Rising education costs and the 
growing demand for school nutrition 
personnel remain the driving force behind 
SNF’s commitment to help SNA members 
and their dependents realize their academic 
dreams. Scholarship amounts are meant as 
a guide as actual scholarship award 
amounts are subject to change. 
 
Winston/SNF Build Your Future 
Scholarship 
This scholarship will be available for active 
SNA members or their legal dependents 
who wish to pursue a course of study in 
school foodservice 
or a related field. Scholarships up to $2,500 
each will be awarded to students pursuing 
study a school foodservice related program 
such as 
dietetics, hospitality, culinary, food service 
management at the graduate, 
undergraduate or vocational/technical 
school level. 
Application postmark deadline: 4/15 
 
Schwan’s Food Service Scholarship 
This scholarship is available to SNA 
members and their dependents who pursue 
formal education in a school foodservice 
related field and express a desire to make 
school foodservice a career. This 
scholarship, up to $1,000, is open 
to students in a two or four year program as 
well as technical institute enrollment. 
Application post mark deadline: 4/15 
ANC First Timer Scholarship 

This scholarship is offered to SNA members 
who would like to attend ANC for the first 
time. The scholarship, up to $500, allows 
more SNA members to take part in this 
valuable experience and assists them in 
becoming more active in SNA. Applicants 
must be from the employee or manager 
category and be nominated by their 
district director who must also be attending 
ANC. Funding provided by Winston 
Industries and Lincoln Foodservice 
Products. 
Application postmark deadline: 4/15 
 
Nancy Curry Scholarship 
Funded by Handgards, Inc. and friends of 
Nancy, this scholarship is for SNA members 
employed in school foodservice and 
enrolled in 
undergraduate or graduate study at a 
vocational/technical institution, community 
college, college or university. Children of 
active SNA 
members who pursue a school foodservice 
related field of study are also eligible. One 
scholarship 
awarded each year.

SNF Professional Growth 
Scholarship 
This scholarship is for active SNA members 
employed in school foodservice and 
enrolled in undergraduate or graduate study 
at a vocational/technical institution, 
community college, college or university. 
Funding provided by SNF. 
Application postmark deadline: 4/15 
 
 

Kathleen Stitt Award 
The Kathleen Stitt Award is presented to 
select graduate students or faculty 
members participating in the Child Nutrition 
Showcase at ANC. 
The award is used to help defray travel 
expenses incurred to attend ANC. 
Application postmark deadline: 5/8 
 
GED Jump Start Scholarship 
This scholarship helps SNA members 
advance to a higher certification level, 
further their child 
nutrition careers, and prepare for the 
opportunities in the higher education. 
Scholarship funds may be used to pay for 
GED classes, study materials and the test 
fee. Scholarship amount is $200. 
Applications accepted year round 
 
Winston Equipment Award Grant 
The Winston Equipment Grant Program will 
provide free equipment to school districts 
who demonstrate a need based on the 
current state of existing equipment and its 
effect on the ability to meet current demand. 
The equipment award is designed to match 
equipment with need and help transform 
and grow a district’s 
feeding program. The total number of 
pieces of equipment will be determined by 
Winston on 
an annual basis.
